  當他是候選人時，奥巴

用了6,610,000,000元)。上

急撥款，相等於歴年伊戰總

費用的11倍。 

  在參選時，奧巴馬聲言會

保障美國人的安全，防止恐

後，他將美國國防經費減低

至第二次世界大戰前的水

平，他的國家安全局現將保

守派的人仕列入「準恐怖份

子」之內。 

    在當候選人時，奧巴馬呼

   In May 19, Californians 
voted on the special election 
propositions of raising taxes 
and re-allocation of funds to 
tackle the huge California 
budget deficit.  Dr. Tam was 
questioned by the KTSF re-
porter on his view of Prop 1-
C, increase of taxation and 
lotto promotion in order to 
cover the state spending 
deficit.  He pointed out that 
most lotto buyers are from 
the lower income groups.  
Encouraging them to spend 
more on lotto would reduce 
their financial reserves for 
daily living.  Supporting such 
a bill would be unethical. 

  In May 26, California Su-

preme Court ruled 6-1 to 
uphold Prop 8, honoring the 
vote of the people.  However, 
the 18,000 same-sex mar-
riage licenses issued between 
June and November 2008 
were kept legal.  Dr. Tam 
joined the “Yes on 8” group 
to hold a press conference in 
Sacramento.  In answering a 
reporter, he expressed con-
cern that, by keeping the 
legality of the 18,000 same-
sex marriage licenses, the 
Supreme Court may be open-
ing a door for future legaliza-
tion possibilities.    

   In May 27, Dr. Tam talked 
about the history and conse-
quences of Prop 8 on KTSF's 

"Talk Tonight" show.  He 
discussed about California's 
fight to keep the traditional 
definition of marriage and 
how it would help to protect 
future generations. He en-
couraged parents to proac-
tively teach their children the 
proper structure of the family 
and be a good example by 
loving each other and build 
strong marriages. 

   In May 30, TFC gave a teen 
parenting workshop with 
America Return to God Prayer 
Movement and Golden Gate 
Christian Church.  Topics 
were on Internet addiction 
and parent-teen relation-
ships.   

woman.  After he got elected 
as president, he changed and 
promised to repeal the fed-
eral Defense of Marriage Act, 
which honors only heterosex-
ual marriage.   

   Before he was elected 
president, he said in an inter-
view that he wanted to re-
duce the number of abor-
tions.  Three days after he 
sworn into office, he author-
ized to fund international 
effort to increase abortion all 
over the world.   He also ap-

   In 2004, when Obama won 
the senate seat for Illinois, he 
indicated that he was not 
qualified for presidential 
candidacy in 2008.  He said 
one should know what one is 
doing when applying for a 
job.   In 2008, he ran for 
presidency saying that he is 
best qualified to bring 
change to America. 

   During his presidential 
campaign, he said he be-
lieved marriage should be 
kept as between a man and a 

pointed pro-abortion politi-
cians to major federal posts 
in the supreme court and 
health care departments.   

   When he was a candidate, 
he repeatedly made claims to 
be a devoted Christian.  After 
becoming president, he did 
not honor the National Day of 
Prayer in May and ordered 
June the national month to 
honor gay, lesbians, bisexu-
als and transgender people.

In the subsequent 
years, prayer rallies were 
held in Northern California 
every September.   

   In 2007, the theme of the 
rallies was to pray for per-
sonal and church revival.

   During his campaign, 
Obama criticized that Iraq 
war was too costly (total cost 
up to June 2009 was 661 
billion dollars).  As president, 
Obama ’s bail out plan for 
the banks would cost more 
than 7.5 trillion, 11 times 
costlier than the total spend-
ing of Iraq war. 

   Before becoming president, 
he said he will protect Ameri-
can lives from terrorists.  
After becoming president, he 
reduced national defense 
budget to pre-World War Two 

   As a candidate, he said he 
would curb run-away govern-
ment spending.  As a presi-
dent, he changed and pro-
posed an unprecedented 3.6 
trillion dollar spending on 
national budget.  His national 
debt will be about double the 
cumulative national debt of 
the past 100 years of Ameri-
can history.    

   When campaigning, Obama 
claimed his government 
would be transparent and 
would not favor special inter-
est groups and lobbyists.  
After getting into presidential 
office, Obama gave out bil-
lions of spending budget for 

level’s.  His homeland secu-
rity office now puts American 
conservative activists as po-
tential terrorists. 

    Candidate Obama called 
for Americans to volunteer 
and help America in this time 
of financial crisis.   President 
Obama now plans to reduce 
or eliminate tax deduction on 
charitable donations.   

    In spite of all these and 
more, most of the media give 
Obama unquestioned ap-
proval.  As Newsweek’s edi-
tor Evans Thomas said in an 
interview, “Obama is sort of 
God”.
