In this
movie, a Chinese traitor is
seduced by a Chinese girl
during World War I, when
China was invaded by the
Japanese. The theme was
exploited by Ang Lee to film
extended footage of sadis-
tic sex scenes, which were
then used as selling points
to shock audiences and to
win awards from foreign
film festivals. TFC issued
a press release stating that

2005 US Census Bureau
reported that traditionally
married families have
been slightly outnumbered
by alternative families.

The US divorce rate is 6 times
higher than that of Singapore
and 18 times that of Italy.
Since 2005, single-parent or
cohabiting families have out-
numbered traditional families
(married couples).
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Next, jumping to conclusion that “I'm the
victim, you’re the aggressor” causes an-
ger and retaliation on the part of the
other person. Anger becomes a way to
exert power over one’s spouse. It is of-
ten expressed with strong or insulting
language, which in turn only brings de-
fensive reactions from one’s spouse.
The exchange of unguarded tongues can
easily lead to the destruction of the rela-
tionship, ushering in insecurity, doubt,
and distance between the couple.

Anger management and conflict resolu-
tion, therefore, are essential to the sur-
vival of a marriage. Anger is often a re-
action triggered by a stimulus, for exam-
ple a spouse’s comment or body lan-
guage. A sensitive person or a person
under stress may interpret a neutral ges-
ture or statement as an offensive stimuli.
Therefore, learning self-control and to
request explanations of intent is a skill
