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In early May, TFC met with
Mr. Al De La Roche, assis-
tant to Dr. James Dobson of
Focus on the Family. Impor-

tant issues facing the family
were discussed and we
agreed that TFC would work
with the California Family
Council, a sub-division of
Focus on the Family, on fu-
ture issues.

On May 20 and June 10,
TFC held the first Family
Conference in the San Fran-
cisco Bay Area. Rev. Law-
rence Chan gave a clear
Biblical analysis on mar-
riage, divorce and family.
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Trends in divorce, abortion
and the function of Chris-
tians in the society were
discussed by Dr. Bill Tam.
Rev. Peter Henderson of
California Family Council
called for Christian activism
to affect the laws that gov-
ern marriage and education.
Rev. Thomas Wang re-
minded churches to step out
of their four walls and
change the world in great
ways. A insightful presenta-
tion by Dr. Melvin Wong ad-
vised parents on bringing up

children in a post-modern
world.

MARRIAGE IN CRISIS

It is tragic that half of the
marriages in the US end up in

divorce. Infidelity is one of the

main reasons for marriage
breakups. In 1997, Buss and

Shackelford of the University of
Texas published their research

findings on infidelity in mar-

riage. It was found that people

with high religiosity and con-
servative political views are

more likely to be faithful in
their marriage. Personality
factors contributing to fidelity

in marriage are conscientious-

ness and stable emotions.
Strengthening these personal
values, therefore, is essential

to turning the tide of divorces.

Research done by the Ba-
rna Group in 2003 reported
that 69% of atheists think

the US is bleak.

If there
is no national effort to
bring back morals and
religion to our country, the
most likely outcome will
be even more broken
families.
